To Assemble the Mask

Print the mask on card stock or
heavy paper and cut out on the
dotted line. With sharp scissors,
carefully poke a hole in each of
the eyes and cut out along the
lines.

You can assemble your mask in
two ways:

If you are going to wear the mask,
staple a piece of ribbon to each
side of the mask and cover the
staples with masking tape. Use
the ribbon to tie the mask around
your head.

If you want to carry the mask, just
cut the mask and holes for the
eyes and then glue the mask to a
paint stirring stick or narrow strip
of wood so that you can hold it in
front of your face.
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
